The mission of FMPA is to develop 
economical and competitive power 
supply projects, to be proactive in 
providing member services and 
to promote the image of public 
power, enabling its member 
utiliti es  to succeed in a rapidly 
changing environment.

Florid a Municipal Power Agency (FMPA) is a 

wholesale power company owned by municipal electric utiliti es. 

FMPA provides economies of scale in power generation and related 

services to support community-owned electric utiliti es.

Membership
Thirty municipal electric utiliti es, 
serving approximately 2 million 
Floridians, are members of FMPA. 
Each utility member appoints one 
representative to FMPA's Board 
of Directors, which governs the 
Agency's activities. 

Power Supply
FMPA supplies all the power needs 
for 15 utilities and some of the 
power needs for ® ve other cities. 
A few members do not purchase 
any power from FMPA. Overall, 
FMPA supplies nearly 50% of its 
members' total power needs.

Services
In addition to power supply, 
FMPA offers more than two dozen 
services. FMPA's services include 
joint purchasing and contract 
services, safety-related services, 
environmental services, energy 
conservation services, and various 
training programs. 

Serving Municipal Electric Utilities
Each FMPA member is locally owned and operated. 
Municipal utilities share common needs and 
concerns, which are most cost-effectively solved 
by working together. For example, by coordinating 
the power supply needs of several municipals, the 
utiliti es can build a larger, more ef® cient plant and 
share operating expenses, all of which reduces the 
cost of power.

Community Power + Statewide Strength
The municipal electric utiliti es that own FMPA provide 
their customers with reliable service and the personal 
touch that only a local utility can offer. 

FMPA's members always look for ways to maximize their 
resources for the bene® t of their customers. By pairing 
the personal service of a community-owned utility with 
the resources of a statewide organization, like FMPA, 
Florida's consumers get the best of community power 
and statewide strength. 
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Economies of Scale
By combining members' power generation resources and electrical needs, 
smaller utiliti es can enjoy the economies of scale of a large utility. FMPA's All-
Requirements Project shares ownership in larger, more ef® cient power plants 
and shares the operating expenses rather than building many smaller, less 
ef® cient units. This reduces the overall cost of power. 

Strength in Numbers
Working together provides strength in numbers that helps municipal utiliti es 
remain strong and competitive in today's energy market. And by leveraging the 
collective strength of its owners, FMPA has given Florida's municipal utilities 
and their customers a powerful voice in the industry. FMPA has also been active 
in regulatory forums as a champion for the interests of municipals.

Access to Resources
Members have access to the resources of a statewide agency. This includes 
FMPA's staff, who are available to assist members at any time, and more than 20 
member services and training programs.

FMPA's Power Plant Ownerships

The Agency has ownership interests in 14 
operating power plants. 

One nuclear unit at the St. Lucie plant 
jointly owned and operated by Florida 
Power & Light. 

Two coal-® red units at the Stanton plant 
jointly owned and operated with Orlando 
Utiliti es Commission. 

Eight plants fueled by natural gas: four 
at the Indian River plant jointly owned 
with Orlando Utiliti es Commission, three 
at the Cane Island plant jointly owned 
and operated with Kissimmee Utility 
Authority, and one at the Stanton plant 
jointly owned with Orlando Utiliti es 
Commission and Southern Company. 

Three oil-® red units located in Key West, 
which are  opearted by Keys Energy 
Services.
